COMMUNICATION 

If your child is going to be absent from a lesson it is important that you let their tutor know.

For our new students the first term is a time of settling in, learning to handle and get to know their instrument.  This takes time and can have some frustrating moments.  Please be assured once they have overcome the initial hurdles of the first few lessons it is worthwhile.  For students to progress it is essential that they play their instrument at home.  We recommend 10 – 15 minutes of daily practise.  Little and often is more effective than one long practise.  When you practice little and often this allows the finger memory to develop and repetition is the only way to learn to read music.   If you need help to assist your child in their practice, please talk to your child’s tutor.

HIRED INSTRUMENTS

Please take very good care of the instrument you have hired.  They are only to be used by the student who has hired the instrument.  Please ensure they are stored safely after use in an environment which does not have extreme changes of temperature and especially be aware of them being left in hot cars.
CHANGING CLASS TIMES
Your child’s lesson time has been carefully arranged to suit the students ages and abilities they are in a class with.  To make a time change affects the whole class therefore it is unlikely a different time will be available.
